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NIRBHAYA POLICY

1. Background

The first Kerala State Policy to combat sexual violence and sex trafficking of women
and children (also called the Nirbhaya Policy) was notified by the Department of
Social Welfare in 2012.

In the decade following the notification of this policy, much change has happened. Many
statutes and programmes have been introduced to increase protection for the rights of
women and children. This has strengthened existing structures and introduced new ones for
protection and prevention from sexual abuse, prosecution of the accused, and rehabilitation
of survivors. A new department has also been established in Kerala to deal exclusively with

issues relating to women and children, resulting in many jurisdictional changes.

The last decade has witnessed an increase in the number and types of sexual abuse
perpetrated on women and children. The cyber world, social media, and addictive
behaviour are playing an increasingly significant role in emerging cases of sexual abuse.
The pandemic period has shown that even within the confines of the family, the threat to the

safety of women and children is significant.

To tackle sexual abuse of women and children more effectively in the current
scenario, greater awareness needs to be created about the resources available to reach out
and support women and children in vulnerable circumstances. Ensuring greater coordination
between departments and agencies engaged in this and related sectors of work, gender
sensitisation of all stakeholders and the society at large, and developing capability to
support evidence based decision making for combating all aspects of sexual abuse and
related violations, need to become key focus areas to tackle sexual abuse more effectively in
the current scenario. The capacity of the Nirbhaya cell, responsible for ensuring

implementation of the policy, needs to be suitably upgraded.

The strengthened capabilities at the field level and the better response from society
to gender sensitisation initiatives call for greater emphasis to be placed on non-
institutionalised and long term rehabilitation, with greater participation of the community.

Institutionalisation needs to be resorted to only in unavoidable cases, and as a last resort.
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Kerala has a long and impressive record of being in the forefront for championing the rights
of women and children, be it in the matter of health, education or social security. Even in the
area of combating sexual abuse against them, the state showed its readiness to address the
issue a decade ago, through the Nirbhaya policy of 2012.

This policy has to now accommodate and include all the changes reflected in society,
statutes and service delivery mechanisms over the last decade, and be able to address the
emerging challenges. Taking into account these requirements, the existing Nirbhaya policy
has been reviewed.

2. Goals

The Nirbhaya policy will strive to foster and ensure zero tolerance in Kerala to sexual
violence against women and children. It seeks to provide supporting systems that facilitate
survivors and persons in vulnerable circumstances to live in society with self- confidence
and dignity. It envisages women and children enjoying their rights without fear of any form
of sexual violence and its consequences.

3. Scope

The Policy will be applicable to all women and children. Children include males, females,
and those with gender dysphoria who are below eighteen years of age.

Special attention will be given to the challenges of the marginalised and the differently
abled, given their greater vulnerability to exploitation and sexual abuse.

The policy will cover all aspects of rescue, prevention, protection, prosecution, and
rehabilitation of survivors of sexual violence, or those deemed vulnerable to this
threat. It will give emphasis to developing systems and linkages for ensuring effective
non- institutionalised rehabilitation.

(The policy will also set the benchmark for various services and schemes designed to

support the survivors, including the judicial and other statutory systems).
4. Principles

The provisions of the Policy will be governed by the principles set forth in the UN
Declaration of Basic Principles of Justice for Victims of Crime and Abuse of Power 1985.
In the case of children, the Principles of juvenile justice, stipulated in Section 3 of the
Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Act 2015 will also apply.
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5. Objectives
The objectives under this Policy are the following:
(i) Prevention

e Ensure a Zero Tolerance approach to sexual atrocities against women and
children in both private and public spheres.

e Foster an attitudinal change in society to accept and respect the rights of
women and children as fellow beings (Sahajeevi).

e Identify and actively intervene in all vulnerable circumstances that resulted in,
or with potential for, sexual abuse against women and children.

(ii) Rescue

e Rescue women and children facing the threat of sexual abuse to a threat-free
environment; provide them immediate and appropriate care and support for
upholding their fundamental rights.

(iif) Protection

e Provide physical, social, psychological, financial, legal and emotional
protection to survivors of sexual abuse during every stage of their interface
with the state, including non institutional rehabilitation.

(iv) Prosecution
e Make legal/ judicial systems survivor friendly and gender sensitive.
e Ensure adherence to time frames stipulated in legal provisions.
e Provide timely, free,legal aid support to the survivor.

(v) Rehabilitation, Restoration, Transfer, Repatriation and Reintegration

e Focus on non-institutional rehabilitation, resorting to institutional rehabilitation
only in needy cases, and as a short term measure.

e Short term institutionalisation to be made a stepping stone towards non
institutionalisation.

e Where a survivor hails from another country or state, repatriation or transfer
respectively, will be a primary component of the de-institutionalisation
process.
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Ensure immediate psychological first aid, medical, legal, and psychiatric

treatment as first level response to every survivor.

Sensitize the family and society at large to develop capacity for ensuring
effective rehabilitation, restoration, transfer and re-integration of the survivor,

and to avoid any repeat of sexual abuse.

Provide handholding support, according to each survivor’s individual

needs, to enable social mainstreaming at the earliest.
Equip the survivor for economic independence.

(For the long term, institutional rehabilitation to be considered only in

exceptional cases, where there are no other options for rehabilitation.)

(vi) Coordination, Convergence and Collaboration

Facilitate effective coordination between various departments, Governmental
and non- governmental agencies, the Panchayati Raj Institutions(PRIs) and
other stakeholders, to support policy based initiatives, and forge effective

linkages that address the needs of the survivor.

Consider convergence of similar schemes, funds, projects and

programmes in Government by adopting a zero-budget approach.

Undertake collaboration with academic institutions as well as national and
international agencies to build effective partnerships on policy related issues,

or implement projects of mutual interest.

(vit) Implementation

Implement the Nirbhaya Policy through Plans of Action developed and
coordinated by the Nirbhaya Cell.

(vii) Monitoring mechanism
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6. Policy thrust areas and key interventions
6. (1) Forging an effective response to sexual violations.

Statistics relating to crimes against women and children in the state, including
different types of offences of a sexual nature, have shown an increasing trend despite the
high level of literacy in Kerala. Increased access to the internet and social media have added
a new dimension to the problem, which was evident during the Covid pandemic period.
However, incidence of sex trafficking, which is a key focus area in the existing Nirbhaya

Policy, is not a major trend.

In the new policy, focus will be placed on monitoring all existing and emerging forms of
sexual abuse against women and children; effectively identifying factors that result in
vulnerable situations in order to take proactive, preventive action against them; and,
reaching out to individuals in vulnerable situations as well as survivors, to provide them

immediate, reassuring, and effective support.
Accordingly, the state proposes to address these aspects as follows:

e Remain vigilant to existing and new forms of sexual violations, (including issues like
forced abortions and genital mutilation that also constitute sexual abuse), by
developing an effective, data based surveillance system that can form the basis for

evidence based interventions.

e Address the growing threat of sexual abuse that women and children are exposed to
in the virtual world, social media and such other avenues, through regulatory

measures as well as awareness creation among all stakeholders.

e Ensure measures for prevention, protection, and time bound prosecution as effective
deterrants to sexual abuse of women and children; simultaneously address the
special challenges faced by vulnerable and marginalised segments of society and
differently abled individuals.

e Put in place a responsive, empathetic system that encourages women and children to

report violations with confidence.

e Constitute an Emergency Response Team in every district for prompt and effective

intervention in all cases of sexual abuse, and for ensuring that survivors get the
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necessary psychological first aid, medical and psychiatric treatment as first level
response, while adhering to medico legal protocol.

e Rescue individuals in vulnerable situations, including situations of sex trafficking,
with police support, wherever necessary, but ensuring compliance with stautory

requirements, and respecting gender sensitivity and confidentiality in all cases.

e Respond to the problem of sex trafficking of women and children within the state
and the country, and by women who seek employment abroad, through better
coordination among stakeholders for effective enforcement and regulatory action, as
well as sustainable rehabilitation.

e Enhance rescue capacity by harnessing capabilities of those agencies engaged in
deterring sex trafficking, and also by building and strengthening linkages with

resources available with other agencies working in the same sector.

e For more effective response to women and child safety issues at the district
level, ensure combined quarterly meetings of the Nirbhaya Committee and the Task
Force for One stop centre, both chaired by the District Collector, duly facilitated by
the District Woman and Child Development Officer, (DWCDO).

e Adopt proactive, positive measures for ensuring risk reduction against sexual abuse,
in partnership with government and non-government agencies as well as PRIs, and

by encouraging the involvement of civil society, including children.

e Strengthen grass root mechanisms like the Jagrata Samitis and Child Protection
Committees with the support of KILA. Involve them in proactive measures to

address child and women safety issues , including ward level vulnerability mapping.
6. (2) Crafting a sustainable rehabilitation strategy that respects the rights of the survivor

The traditional approach to rehabilitation laid emphasis on institution based care of
survivors and those living in vulnerable situations. However, the aim of rehabilitation is to
mainstream survivors and the vulnerable at the earliest, so that they can live in society with

confidence, self esteem and dignity.

The state's rehabilitation strategy will henceforth focus on non-institutionalized care and
protection. Institutionalised rehabilitation will be resorted to only in needy cases as a short
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term measure, and as a first step towards ultimate rehabilitation in a non institutionalised

setting. To ensure this effectively, necessary support has to be provided to every survivor or

vulnerable individual during the rehabilitation process, in accordance with each of their

specific needs, whether the rehabilitation occurs within the institution or outside it.

This approach will be equally applicable to the rehabilitation of the differently abled or

individuals with other special needs. Where a mother and child or children are to be

rehabilitated, it would be necessary to address their individual rights separately, in

addition to their joint rights as a family, so that the best interests of both are protected.

The new policy will, therefore, focus on strengthening the existing support framework for

rehabilitation, to make it more relevant and effective, and to cover every survivor.

Accordingly, the new Nirbhaya Policy seeks to:
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Focus on non institutionalised rehabilitation by developing capability to ensure

effective rehabilitation in a non-institutional set up.

Provide timely support services, (including short term institutionalisation) catering to
the special needs of the differently abled, pregnant survivors, children born to
survivors, children with gender dysphoria, and individuals over eighteen years

undergoing education but cannot be immediately deinstitutionalized.

Whether rehabilitation is provided in an institution or outside it, handhold the
survivor by providing psychosocial support, medical support, safe living space, civic
amenities, education, vocational training in accordance with capabilities, life skills,
financial literacy and such other support that will enable early social mainstreaming;

in the case of women, economic independence will also be facilitated.

Ensure compliance with the JJ (Care and Protection of Children) Act 2015, and the
JJ Model Rules 2016 in homes where child survivors are placed for short term
institutionalisation, and with the Management Manual (Department of Social

Justice) for all homes where women survivors are placed.

Develop specific training material and manual for staff, appointed for providing care
and protection to survivors in institutions, and provide them training to ensure
uniformity in the quality of care. Equip counsellors to deal with trauma care and

psychosocial interventions through capacity development.

e Implement Community based interventions to provide psychosocial care, legal
support, educational and psychiatric support to the survivor.

e Orient the family and other immediate stakeholders with whom the survivor or
person under threat interacts to avoid any scope for revictimization after
mainstreaming.

e Provide an effective Aftercare programme that will continue to handhold not only
children but also women and the marginalised, till they are fully mainstreamed.

6. (3) Promote the role of family in prevention of sexual abuse, in protection, and in
rehabilitation of survivors

The definition of family has evolved in recent times to include single parent families as well
as families in which one or both of the parents have been previously married. Such families
could include children from earlier marriages. Experience shows that in some of these cases,
children are very vulnerable to sexual abuse within the family.

Crimes against women and children, including cases of sexual abuse during the lockdown
period, and the number of suicides of adults and children that have happened during the last
two years, reveal that often the home is not a safe haven for women and children.

Therefore, the family as a unit needs to be strengthened. For this, it is necessary to foster a
healthy, equal partnership within the marriage from the very beginning, by sensitising men
and women, about the importance of shared responsibilities and of respecting each other's
individual rights within the institution of marriage. This could be made possible through
premarital counselling.

In this context, the new policy seeks to:

e Promote the positive role that family as a unit can play, by nurturing women and
children against all forms of abuse, including sexual abuse, within and outside
its fold.

e Equip men and women, through premarital and antenatal counselling, to cope with
challenges that families are likely to face. Ensure access to such counselling even in
vulnerable and remote areas.

e Promote democratisation of roles within the family, to provide a valuable role model
for non-gender based, non hierarchical, non-stereotyped behaviour, and for
harmonious, friendly interaction and gender relations within the family.
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6. (4) Emphasise the importance of responsible parenting in the care and nurture of
children

Parents play a most crucial role in protecting children from abuse and in moulding them into
responsible citizens; they are also the first role models that children seek to emulate. The
Juvenile Justice Act 2015 also emphasises the Principle of family responsibility by
which the primary responsibility of care, nurture and protection of the child shall be that of
the biological family or adoptive or foster parents, as the case may be.

With the increasing impact of external forces such as peer group behaviour, influences from
the cyber world, social media, or the increased incidence of addictive behaviour on day to
day life, the chances of children falling into vulnerable and exploitative situations, which
expose them to sexual abuse, have increased substantially. In most cases, parents are ill
equipped to handle the varying challenges that parenthood demands at different stages of the
child's development.

Recognising this, Parenting Clinics have recently been set up in the state which function up
to the block level. The importance of effective parenting in protecting children, by forging a
healthy bond between parents and children, needs to be impressed upon parents in all walks
of life, proactively reaching out to vulnerable families.

In this context, the policy seeks to:

e Identify wvulnerable families through scientific and methodical process of
vulnerability mapping from time to time

e Provide support to parents and parents-to-be through the systems under the
Integrated Child Development schemes and Child Protection services, as well as
Parenting clinics, to sensitise them from the antenatal stage through different stages

of a child’s development about the basic tenets of responsible parenting.

e Collaborate with the Education department to effectively use platforms like the
PTA/SMC available at the school level to sensitise parents about effective
parenting, factors that lead children to vulnerable situations, on gender related
issues, and also to address the challenges faced by the marginalised and the
differently abled.

6. (5) Provide better access to legal services

Though the legal system and supporting infrastructure are in place for providing justice to
survivors of sexual abuse, the rate of conviction continues to be low. The delays in
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investigating and deciding cases, and the lack of survivor friendly, and gender sensitive
infrastructure and processes are also important drawbacks in the existing system. There is
often a lack of empathy in understanding the needs of these survivors in the prosecution and
judicial systems, which leads to their re-victimisation.

Similarly, though provisions for interim as well as final compensations, from the judicial
system as well as the state, are available to support survivors, delay in completing the
related formalities, lack of effective communication among various stakeholders, and
delay in submission of relevant documentation remain to be addressed.

The Guidelines for the Vulnerable Witness Deposition Centres Scheme, issued in April
2022 by the High Court of Kerala, as per the directions of the Hon'ble Supreme Court, seek
to address many of the drawbacks in the judicial system. These guidelines include
entitlement of survivors to free legal aid, support persons, interpreters, special educators ( in
cases of differently abled persons) or translators (for those who do not speak the language),
live link facility, testimonial aids, availability of a convenient waiting room, and special
measures to facilitate depositions in order to avoid re-victimisation. These guidelines seek to
ensure that the best support is available to all survivors to enable them to present their cases
effectively.

In this context, the Nirbhaya Policy proposes to ensure better access of survivors to legal
services in the following manner:

e Create better awareness about the facilities to be extended to the survivors under
various statutes, schemes and the Guidelines issued by the Hon'ble High Court of
Kerala for providing free legal aid and other support services.

e Improve communication among various stakeholders through training and capacity
building, joint meetings, and close monitoring.

e Monitor the investigation process in cases of sexual abuse to ensure survivor
friendly processes, timely decisions and filing of chargesheets.

e Ensure interaction of the survivor with the legal counsel to provide effective defence
against the accused.

¢ Identify gaps in the support provided through the legal/judicial systems, or situations
that promote revictimization, for taking appropriate corrective action.

e Ensure that the infrastructure and support available during the judicial proceedings
are survivor friendly and empathetic to their needs, in accordance with the
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Guidelines issued by the Hon'ble High Court of Kerala under the Vulnerable
Witnesses Deposition Centres Scheme.

e Support and ensure in- depth review of the curricula in the Judicial Academy and the
Police Academy to ensure components of gender sensitivity and confidentiality of
the survivor in their training, and to promote an empathetic approach towards the
survivor/witness.

e Ensure timely payment of the interim and final compensations to the survivor by
sensitising the appropriate stakeholders to facilitate the formalities, in order to avoid
any delay.

6. (6) Capacity Building

The lack of understanding and empathy displayed by key stakeholders when dealing with
survivors or persons in vulnerable circumstances is an important area of concern. It results
in not only delay and denial of justice to the survivor, but also in failure to protect those
under threat. The problem assumes additional dimensions when dealing with the
marginalised and their unique vulnerabilities. There is a need to train counsellors and
caregivers responsible for handling survivors to ensure uniform quality of service when

providing support.

Creating empathy, and a proper understanding of the spirit of the legislations against sexual
abuse as well as the vulnerabilities faced by survivors, especially the marginalised, are
crucial for eliminating the present shortcomings in the system. This can be achieved only if

many existing attitudes in society undergo a transformation.

Therefore, gender sensitivity and an understanding of the rights of women and
children have to become an integral part of the interactions within a family as well as of the
entire education system . Revision of the curricula at all levels is necessary to remove the

deep rooted insensitivities against gender, survivors of sexual abuse, and the marginalised.

To address this crucial issue of upgrading the support system available for survivors,
and for strengthening civil society through capacity building and gender sensitisation, the

new policy seeks to focus on the following aspects:

e Ensure that gender sensitisation is an important part of the pre marital, antenatal
counselling and the counselling provided in schools, Adolescent Friendly Health
centres, Parenting clinics, or when sensitising PTAs/ SMCs.
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e Undertake capacity building in the matter of gender sensitisation through regular
training of all key stakeholders who interface with survivors, especially teaching
and non teaching staff in schools, transport drivers, trainers, caregivers in
institutions, the police, prosecutors, legal aid lawyers, medical professionals, and
service providers in the Government and voluntary sectors.

e Advocate and ensure a gender audit of the curricula of preschools, schools, higher
education (including professional courses), and induction and inservice training of
all stakeholders who interact with survivors, to make them more gender and survivor
sensitive.

e Government, through all its departments and agencies, shall champion the cause of
Gender and the marginalised in all fields, thus being a model for all other
stakeholders and society to follow.

6. (7) Resource Management

Factors that contribute to sexual abuse are deep rooted and widely prevalent in society,
and tackling them is a resource intensive process. Therefore, there is a need to optimally
manage financial and human resources as well as institutional capacities available
in the government, local self-government, voluntary, private, or corporate sectors to tackle
this issue

In this context, the Policy proposes to focus on the following key areas:

e Utilise human resources and professional expertise available within and outside
Government through coordination and collaboration. Importance must be given to
the role of Panchayati Raj institutions in undertaking proactive and promotive
measures that will result in risk reduction and better protection and rehabilitation.

e Enter into partnerships with institutions /agencies working in allied areas, like
Kudumbasree, Gender Park, the State Commissions for Women and Children,
academic institutions, and voluntary agencies, to optimally utilise capacities
available with them.

e Manage financial resources provided through budgetary support effectively.
Also explore the possibility of utilising funds available under the Nirbhaya Fund,
Gender budget of different departments, CSR funds in the corporate sector, funds
available in PRI institutions, or even from national and international agencies, to
support activities that will directly or indirectly help eliminate the sexual abuse of
women and children.
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6. (8) Awareness Creation

A key element in the efforts to eradicate sexual abuse in society is the need for awareness
creation in all segments of society. This is crucial because the attitudes that are the basis for
such abuse is reflected in everyday behaviour both in the private space in individual homes,

(including institutions that provide care and protection), and in society at large .

The media too is a key stakeholder as it plays a major role in exposing sexual abuse. The
nuanced reporting of such abuses, to serve as a deterrent, rather than encourage such abuses
through sensational reporting, has to be ensured. This can be fostered primarily through

targeted awareness creation .

An emerging area of concern is that many cases of sexual abuse, especially among the
young, occur due to their ignorance of matters relating to sex. Age appropriate sex education
needs to be introduced from a very young age, not limiting it only to adolescence. This
would help in creating a holistic understanding of sex, and to avoid pitfalls caused by

judgement errors resulting from sheer ignorance.

Ignorance of statutory provisions that define sexual abuse, the measures to tackle them and
the support systems available to the vulnerable and the survivors, is yet another important
issue that needs to be addressed. Every statute relating to the rights of women, children as
well as those for tackling sexual abuse, require authorities implementing or monitoring them
to widely disseminate the provisions of the respective statutes. However, much remains to

be done in this regard .

It is therefore proposed to address this important issue of awareness creation through the

new policy in the following manner:

e Use various modes of IEC and the channels available through grass root workers and
grass root organisations to create awareness at all levels about challenges faced in
the enjoyment of rights by women and children as well as the marginalised, and the
threats posed by many customary and routine gender biased practices at home and in
society. In vulnerable and remote areas, enlist the commitment and support of
political, religious and social groups for this purpose.

e Create awareness about the threats caused by the irresponsible use of cyber media,
including social media, and the need to ensure their proper use to safeguard privacy
and protection from vulnerabilities.
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e Ensure awareness in society about the facilities and support systems available
under various statutes for survivors, or persons under threat, and how to access
them.

e Undertake a comprehensive compilation and review of current services and IEC
material provided by different agencies for tackling sexual abuse, to ensure that
these benefits reach the targeted beneficiaries.

e Monitor and report programs in the media that are non- gender sensitive, or
encourage and support acts of sexual violence for appropriate corrective action;
sensitise the media about the importance of nuanced reporting in cases of sexual
abuse, the need to be gender and survivor sensitive, and to respect the dignity and
confidentiality of the survivor.

e Advocate and ensure the introduction of age appropriate sex education in schools,
starting from a very young age and not limiting it only to the adolescent stage.

6. (9) Monitoring and Evaluation

To ensure effective implementation of the Nirbhaya Policy and timely course
corrections, where necessary, the implementation of the policy by the designated
authorities needs to be regularly monitored and evaluated against targeted outcomes and
time frames.

This monitoring exercise will be led at the state level by the Department of Women
and Child Development, through the Nirbhaya cell. Progress in implementing the policy
will be reviewed at the state level by a committee chaired by the Chief Minister, at the
departmental level by the Minister in charge of the Department for Women and Child
Development, and at the district level by a committee headed by the District Magistrate.

For ensuring effective monitoring and implementation, the new policy will focus on the
following:

e The Nirbhaya Cell to ensure a Plan of Action for implementing the Policy in
consultation with other stakeholders, designating responsibilities, resources and
timeframes for each activity.

e Ensure effective and regular monitoring of the activities of the designated authorities
in terms of timeframes and outcomes specified in the Plan of Action.

e Explore the use of appropriate technology interventions for speedy and effective
monitoring and timely intervention.
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e Ensure regular reporting of the outcome of this monitoring exercise for review, and
to create an effective basis for evidence based policy decisions and course
corrections.

e Undertake an annual evaluation of the implementation of the Nirbhaya Policy and
the data relating to it, to present to the State level committee, and the Juvenile Justice
Committee of the High Court for effective and appropriate action.

6. (10) Research and Development

The capacity of the Nirbhaya cell needs to be enhanced to enable it to discharge its
responsibilities, which include monitoring the implementation of the policy, promoting
coordination among stakeholders to tackle sexual abuses, and creating a data base on sexual
offences in the state that will support evidence based interventions. Creation of the database
will also need inhouse facility for compilation of data from various stakeholders. A
Research cell, which can evaluate such data and also undertake research, surveys, studies
etc. on various aspects of the problem of sexual abuse in the state, also needs to be set up.

Accordingly, the new policy seeks to:

o Create a database on various aspects and different types of sexual abuse, to facilitate
evidence- based policy formulation. Special attention will be given to the problems
of the marginalised.

e Undertake studies on, and analysis of, various dimensions of sexual abuse occurring
in the state about which adequate information is currently not available; also identify
gaps in the existing system that prevent the elimination of sexual abuse.

e ldentify reasons that lead to noncompliance of time frames stipulated under the
legal provisions for appropriate corrective action, so that these time frames can be
adhered to.

e Collaborate with academic institutions and agencies in this field to undertake
research on emerging issues.

7. The way forward

The effective implementation of the new Nirbhaya Policy will be ensured through the Plan
of Action, which will include short, medium and long term plans. The Plan of Action will
also spell out expected outcomes and identify the agencies which will be responsible
for these outcomes. Time bound implementation will be ensured through effective
coordination  between all stakeholders by the Department of Women and Child
Development through the Nirbhaya Cell, and the mechanisms put in place for review and
evaluation at every level in the system.
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
